Grades 7 & 8

» What do you do in the summer/weekends/after school? Choose one and elaborate.

* Which 1960s or 1970s oldies music group are you most like and why?

* What type of drink are you? Tea? Coffee? Mountain Dew? Diet? Fruit Juice? Smoothies? Blizzards? Choose
any non-alcoholic beverage that is most like you and elaborate.

Grades 9-12

* Choose a character trait [examples: honesty, courage, kindness, reliability, tolerance, fairness, trustworthiness,
charisma, wisdom]. What does this mean to you and in your life? Who has influenced you or who is someone
that you admire that displays this trait? What actions indicate that they have this trait?
